ORDINANCE NO. 3

AN ORDINACE TO PREVENT NOISE, RIOTS AND MEETINGS.DISTURBANCE OF RELIGIOUS
Be it ordained by the Village Council of the Village of Alden:

Section 1.  If any persons to the number of three or more, shall assemble at or near any occupied dwelling house within the limits of the Village of Alden, and shall there make any noise or disturbance, by discharging fire arms, beating drums, blowing horns, shouting or any other means, with intent to annoy any inmate or inmates of such dwelling house, or to give any inmate thereof a marivari (commonly called a horning), every person so offending shall, upon conviction thereof, be punished by a fine of not less than five (5) nor more than one hundred (100) dollars, or by imprisonment in the county jail of Freeborn county, until such fine be paid, for not less than ten (10) nor more than ninety (90) days.

Section 2.  If any person shall willfully engage in any fight with any other person or persons in any public street, highway, alley or lane, or in any public hall, hotel, saloon, store, post office, or other place of public resort, within the Village of Alden.  The person so offending shall upon conviction thereof, be fined not less than five (5) not more than fifty (50) dollars, or be imprisoned in the county jail of Freeborn County for not less than ten (10) nor more than sixty (60) days.

Section 3.  If any person shall in any way willfully interrupt or disturb any school while in session, or any meeting of any debating society, or other club or society, or any lawful assembly of the people within the limits of the Village of Alden; the person so offending shall, upon conviction thereof, be punished by a fine of not less than five (5) nor more than one hundred (100) dollars, or by imprisonment in the county jail of Freeborn County, not less than ten (10) nor more than ninety (90) days.
