
ORDINANCE NO. 6

AN ORDINANCE TO LICENSE PEDDLERS AND HAWKERS, AND IMPOSING A PENALTY FOR SELLING WITHOUT LICENSE.

Be it ordained by the Village Council of the Village of Alden:

Section 1.  That it shall be unlawful for any person to peddle, hawk or offer for sale, or retail in any street, lane, or alley, or elsewhere in the village, any goods, wares or merchandise, without first having obtained a license for that purpose.

Section 2.  License to sell as mentioned in the preceding section, upon payment to the village Marshall, may be obtained in the same manner that license to sell spirituous liquors is obtained in said village, only such applicants shall not be required to execute any bond, nor pay more than ten (10) nor less than one (1) dollar per day for said license.

Section 3.  Every person offending against the provisions of this ordinance, shall forfeit and pay for each offense, a sum not less than five (5) nor more than twenty-five (25) dollars.

Section 4.  This ordinance shall take effect at once.
