
ORDINANCE NO. 36

AN ORDINANCE LIMITING THE RATE OF SPEED OF RAILROAD TRAINS WITHIN THE LIMITS OF ALDEN VILLAGE.

Section 1.  Be it ordained by the Village Council of the Village of Alden, Freeborn County, state of Minnesota, that it shall be unlawful for an engineer, conductor, or other person in charge of a locomotive engine or of a railroad train to run or allow said engine or train to be run within the Village limits of the Village of Alden at a greater rate of speed than ten miles per hour.  

Section 2.  Any conductor, engineer or other person who shall violate Section One of this ordinance shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and on conviction thereof, shall be fined not to exceed the sum of $25.00.

This ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its passage.
