
AMENDED ORDINANCE NO. 40

AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO THE STREET LIGHTING, 

TREE TRIMMING & TREES IN THE BOULEVARD
An ordinance to make street lighting more effective, determining the responsibility of trees in the street boulevard, and providing for the trimming and keeping trimmed of trees to a point at least eleven (11) feet above the sidewalk.

 1.  It shall be the duty of the owner or occupant of every lot within said Village to trim trees growing along any and all walks to such an extent that no limb of any tree shall be less than eleven (11) feet above sidewalk.

2.  That in case of neglect or refusal of the said owner or occupant to so trim trees growing contagious to sidewalks or to comply with section (1) one, thereof, then it shall be the duty of the street commissioner to notify such owner or occupant or both, unless said trees are trimmed in accordance here within five (5) days after service of said notice, exclusive of the day of such service, that said trees will be trimmed by the said street commissioner and costs thereof taxed to the lot.

 3.  Then in case trees are not trimmed within the time set forth in notice provided for in section (2) two hereof, the street commissioner shall trim said trees and the cost thereof shall be taxed to the lot on which said trees are growing and collected as other taxes.

 4.  Trees located in the boulevard all the way to the street are the responsibility of the property owner.
This ordinance shall take effect and be in force after its passage and publication.
