ORDINANCE NO. 48
AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO THE CONSOLIDATED REPLATTING OF THE LAND WITHIN CORPORATE LIMITS OF VILLAGE OF ALDEN

THE VILLAGE COUNCIL OF THE VILLAGE OF ALDEN, MINNESOTA, DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1.  That a revised and consolidated plat of all the lands with the corporate limits of the village of Alden be made and recorded and that the lots and blocks and outlots and other parcels of land within said corporate limits be renumbered and that all land owners desiring to plat their lands within said corporate limits and blocks be invited and permitted to join in the making, acknowledging and recording of said plat.


SECTION 2.  And Fred Holway and C.W. Nelson are herby appointed as a special committee to revise and have charge, on behalf of the village of Alden, of the doing of the work provided for in this resolution.

SECTION 3.  R.G. Lindgren, County Surveyor, is hereby appointed to do the engineering and surveying work involved, and John F.D. Meighen is hereby appointed to do the legal work involved. 

SECTION 4.  This ordinance shall take affect and be in force from and after its passage and publication.
