AMENDED ORDINANCE NO. 68

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE COLLECTION AND HAULING OF GARBAGE AND RUBBISH AND THE DISPOSAL THEREOF

The Village Council of the Village of Alden, do ordain as follows:



SECTION 1.  It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to fail to dispose of garbage or rubbish which may accumulate upon property owned by him.  Any garbage and rubbish shall be disposed of at least every week, disposal conditions permitting, and in a sanitary manner.  Any person, firm or corporation that shall fail or refuse to make provisions for and secure such disposal shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.

SECTION 2.  The word “Garbage” as used herein shall include organic refuse resulting from the preparation of food, decaying and spoiled food from any source.  The word “rubbish” as used herein shall include inorganic refuse matter, including tin cans, glass, ashes, trash and similar products.

SECTION 3.  It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to charge for collecting garbage or rubbish without having first secured from the Council a license so to do.

SECTION 4.  Each licensed garbage collector by contract shall provide a covered tank or truck box so constructed that the contents will not leak or spill therefrom in which all garbage and refuse collected by him shall be conveyed to the place designated in his application.  The truck or conveyance used shall be kept clean and as free from offensive odors as possible and shall not be allowed to stand in any street, alley or public place longer than is reasonable necessary to collect garbage or rubbish.
SECTION 5.  The expense of garbage and rubbish collection shall be paid by the owner, agent, occupant, or tenant of the premises and upon such bases as the hauler may contract with him.  

SECTION 6.  It shall be unlawful for any person having garbage or rubbish under his possession or control, to throw or deposit the same, or to cause the same to be thrown or deposited upon any street, alley, gutter, park, lake or other public place, or to permit the same to be thrown or deposited upon any private property not his own.

SECTION 7.  It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation, or for a licensed collector to receive for dumping or depositing in said dumping grounds, or any adjacent property, any dead animals, fowl or portion thereof, or any tree stumps, logs, rocks, boulders, machinery, woven wire, barbed wire, or manure. 
This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and publication as required by law.
