ORDINANCE NO. 69

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE CONSTRUCTION, INSTALLATION AND REPAIR OF SIDEWALKS, CURBS AND GUTTERS

The Village Council of Alden, Minnesota, do ordain as follows:

Section 1.  PERMIT REQUIRED.  No sidewalk, curb or gutter shall be constructed on any street, avenue or other public property in this municipality without first having obtained a permit from the village council.  Application for such permit shall be made on forms to be approved by the Council and shall sufficiently describe the contemplated improvement, the contemplated date of beginning work and the length of time for completion of the same.  Provided, that no permit shall be required for any such improvement ordered or to be installed by the Municipality.

Section 2.  SPECIFICATIONS AND REGULATIONS FOR CONSTRUCTION.   All sidewalks, curbs and gutters constructed upon any street, avenue or other public property in this municipality shall be constructed according to the plans and specifications on file with and approved by the council of the Village.  Before any such construction is begun, the municipality shall establish grades and assist in determining location for the same.  If such grade and location has not been established before the filling of an application for a permit to construct the improvement, the council shall order the engineer, street commissioner or other proper officer or employee to proceed to establish the same, unless the permit is denied for cause and the expense of such work shall be paid by the municipality.

Section 3.  INSPECTION AND SUPERVISION.  The council shall require the inspection all work done hereunder as deemed necessary.  Any work not done according to specifications shall be corrected or removed at the cost of the owner thereof, and is still being done when discovered, shall be stopped by inspector.

Section 4.  Sidewalks will be ordered constructed by the Council upon receipt of a petition in legal form, signed by the owners of not less then one half of the property which would abut upon such sidewalk and completed.

Section 5.  Upon the receipt of the petition provided for in Section 1 hereof, the Village Recorder shall ascertain whether or not the same is sufficient in legal form, and shall transmit the petition and his report therein to the Council at its next meeting at which such petition can be legally considered.

Section 6.  If such petition is reported to be legal and sufficient the Council shall pass a resolution ordering all the owners of real property abutting on the proposed sidewalk as specified in the petition to construct said sidewalk according to the standard specifications on file in the office of the Village Recorder, and on the grade established by ordinance within a time to be specified in said resolution, not to exceed ninety days from date thereof.  A copy of said resolution shall be delivered to each property owner affected, and mailed to the last known post office address of all non-resident property owners.

Section 7.  All sidewalks hereafter constructed in this village shall be built according to standard specifications, adopted by the council and filed in the office of the Village Recorder, (clerk), under the supervision of the Street Commissioner.



Section 8.  Whenever any sidewalk ordered constructed under the provisions of SECTION 3, of this ordinance is not built by the property owner or owners within the time specified in the resolution, the same shall be constructed by the Village as hereafter provided.

Section 9.  Upon the expiration of the time specified in the resolution to construct any sidewalk, the street commissioner shall make a written report to the Council giving separately the names of the owners of all property abutting upon the proposed sidewalk as specified in the resolution, who have constructed the portion of the walk upon which their property abuts and those who have not so, with a legal description of the property in the latter case.

Section 10.  Upon receipt of the report of the Street Commissioner the council shall pass a resolution advertising for bids on the construction of the uncompleted portion of said sidewalk and fixing the time and place when and where said bids shall be opened and considered.  The bids shall be opened as advertised and contract be let to the lowest responsible bidder, provided that no advertising shall be necessary when the estimated cost of the improvement is less than one hundred dollars, ($100.00).

Section 11.  Upon completion of the work contracted for and its acceptance by the council, the total cost of such contract work shall be assessed against the real property adjacent to which sidewalks were laid by contractor in such proportion as the number of feet abutting on such portion bear the total number of line feet of sidewalk laid by such contractor.

Section 12.  The special assessment provided for in SECTION 8 hereof, shall be made in the following manner:  The Council shall pass a resolution setting forth the purpose of the assessment, a description of each lot or parcel benefited, the name of its owner, if known, and the amount assessed thereon.  Two weeks published and posted notice shall be given of the contents of such resolution and of the time when the council shall attend at its usual place of meeting to hear objections of the assessment or any part thereof.  At such time and place the council shall consider all objections made for that purpose may adjourn from day to day not exceeding three days, and by resolution may modify such assessment or any part thereof.  On October 10th next, following if any of the assessments be not previously paid to the Village treasurer, the recorder shall certify the same to the County Auditor for extension of the tax against for collection and payment to the Village treasurer as other taxes are collected and paid.

Section 13.  PENALTY.  Any construction carried on contrary to the provisions of this ordinance shall be a misdemeanor.  Any person convicted of violating the requirements of this ordinance shall be punished by a fine of not more than one hundred dollars, ($100.00) or by imprisonment until such fine is paid, not to exceed ninety days in any case.
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Section 14.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

Section 15.  This ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its publication according to law.
