ORDINANCE 80

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING JUNK DEALERS, INCLUDING DEALERS IN JUNK MOTOR VEHICLES.

THE COUNCIL OR THE VILLAGE OF ALDEN DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1.  NO person or persons, associations, partnership, firm, or corporation shall hereafter in the Village of Alden keep, conduct, or maintain any building, structure, yard, or place for keeping, storing or piling in commercial quantities, whether temporarily, irregularly, or continually, or for the buying or selling at retail or wholesale or dealing in any old, used, or secondhand materials of any kind, including, cloth, rags, clothing, paper, rubbish, bottles, rubber, iron, brass, copper, or other metal furniture, used motor vehicles or the parts thereof, or other articles which from its worn condition renders it practically useless for the purpose for which it was made and which is commonly classed as junk, whether with a fixed place of business or as an itinerant peddled, without first having obtained and paid for a license as hereinafter provided.  One carrying on the aforesaid business shall be referred hereinto as “junk dealer.”

SECTION 2.  Every applicant for a license to engage in the business of junk dealer shall file with the Village Clerk a written application signed by the applicant or applicants.  

Said application shall state:

(a) The names and residences of the applicants, in an individual, partnership or firm, or the names of the principal officers and their residences if the applicant is an association or corporation.

(b) The length of time such applicant or applicants, if an individual, firm, or partnership, or the manager or person in charge, if the applicant is a firm or corporation, has or have resided in the Village of Alden, his or their places of previous employment, whether married or single, whether he or they, or any of them, have been convicted of a felony or misdemeanor, and if so what offense, when and in what court.

(c) Whether the applicant or applicants or officers or manager of applicant had been employed by, a junk dealer or had been a junk dealer.

(d) The detailed nature of the business to be conducted and kind of materials to be collected, bought, or sold or otherwise handled.

(e) The premises where such business is to be located or carried on.

Each application shall contain an agreement that the applicant accepts the license if granted, upon the condition that it may be suspended for cause at any time by the Mayor.

SECTION 3.  No premises shall be used for carrying on the business of junk dealing when more than one building situated within a distance of 300 feet are used solely or primarily for residence purposes.  Any junk dealer using premises for the business of junk dealing at the time of the passage of this ordinance which does not comply with this section may be granted a license for 6 months but said license shall not be renewed.

SECTION 4.  Every junk dealer shall pay an annual license fee of $10.00.

SECTION 5.  

(a) No junk dealer shall carry on the business at or from any other place than the one designated in the license therefore.  Nor shall said business be carried on after such license has been revoked or has expired.                                     CONTINUED
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(b) No junk dealer shall make any purchase from any person, or receive any articles on Sundays or legal holidays or between nine o’clock in the evening and seven o’clock in the morning on weekdays.

(c) No junk dealer shall purchase or acquire from any person under the age of eighteen years, any junk, other than old rags or paper, without the written consent of a parent or guardian.  No item shall be acquired from any intoxicated person.

(d) The contents of the premises of every junk dealer shall be arranged in an orderly manner with all similar things located together so as to facilitate inspection by the proper authorities.  The premises of every junk dealer shall be subject to inspection by the proper municipal authorities at the time.

(e) All articles received shall be retained for 2 days before disposal.  This shall not apply to old rags or paper.

SECTION 6.  No junk dealer shall violate any rules or regulations formulated by the Health Offices relating to the conduct of the business of junk dealing which shall protect the health of the community.

SECTION 7.  Each junk dealer shall keep, in such form as the Village may prescribe and written in ink or indelible pencil, a daily record, in the English language, of articles purchased, including an accurate description, the name and residence of the person from whom each article was purchased, and the name of the employer of such person, if any; also the day and hour of such purchase and the price paid.  The records shall at all reasonable time be open to the inspection of any police officer or the mayor, chief of police, any magistrate or any person duly authorized in writing for such purpose by chief of police or any magistrate, who shall exhibit such authorization to the junk merchant, his agent or employee.  No entry in such records shall be changed, erased, obliterated or defaced.

In the case of motor vehicles or parts thereof, there shall be kept in addition a personal description of the person from whom purchased, and a complete description of the purchase, which shall include the trade name, and the motor, body, axle, coil, starter, carburetor, magneto, steering gear, radiator and manufacturer’s numbers and any other serial number, the style of body, model, color and license number.

SECTION 8.  The premises occupied by the junk dealer shall be entirely surrounded by a substantial tight fence or wall of not more than 10 feet and not less than eight (8) feet high and painted with a fire retardant paint.  Any such fence shall not have more than one opening upon any public street and each opening shall not be more than 10 feet wide and shall be equipped with a gate or door of the same height and general appearance as the fence or wall.  The fence or wall shall be so constructed that the outer exposed face shall be smooth, kept in a neatly painted condition, and maintained in such condition at all times.  No junk, motor vehicle or accessory of any description shall be kept, displayed or exhibited on the outside or protrude above the fence.

The fencing of the premises shall not be required provided the business of dealing in junk is conducted wholly within a building constructed of fire resistant material.

SECTION 9.  Any ordinance of the Village of Alden inconsistent with the terms hereof, is hereby repealed.                                                                                        CONTINUED
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SECTION 10.  EFFECTIVE DATE.  This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage.

AMENDMENT AND ADDITION TO ORDINANCE NO. 80

Article 11.  Any violation of the provision of this Ordinance shall constitute a misdemeanor and upon convictions thereof, said violator shall be fined not to exceed one hundred dollars (100.00) or imprisonment in the County jail not to exceed thirty days, (30) or both.  Each day of such violation shall constitute a separate offense.  

This amendment and addition shall be in full force and effect upon passage thereof.
