ORDINANCE NO. 94

AN ORDINANCE WITH PROPOSED RATES AND CHARGES FOR WATER & SEWER
A. (1) For sewer and water service and the availability thereof, in the Northwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter and 3 acres lying in the Northwest Quarter of the Southeast Quarter, West of Trunk Highway 109, all in Section three, Township 102 North, Range 23 West, lying and being within the Village of Alden, less any property sold, any person connecting said premises or a portion thereof, which premises will be used for commercial or industrial purposes, to the public sewer and water agrees to pay the rates and charges established therefore, from time to time, by council resolution.  In addition to all other charges, each permit to connect shall be accompanied by a special lateral connection fee of $175.00 per acre for public sewer and 175.00 per acre for water, or a pro-rata portion thereof, based upon the size of the premises to be served by said public sewer and water, plus a plant unit assessment in the amount of $500.00 for the public sewer and $300.00 for water on lots adjacent to main trunk lines and $400.00 for sewer and $200.00 for water where laterals are needed for each residential dwelling unit, or equivalent, to be connected before December 31, 1976.  After this date the unit charge will be $550.00 for sewer and $350.00 for water on lots adjacent to main trunk lines and $450.00 for sewer and $250.00 for water where laterals are needed.  Said special connection fees shall be reduced by the amount of any special assessments against the premises at the time of construction of sewers in abutting streets and right-of-ways.  All such special connection fees shall be paid into the Bond Redemption Fund for payment of principal and interest on bonds outstanding, into the General Fund of the municipality to reimburse advances made to the public sewer and water system by the municipality.

(2) In respect to property which shall be connected with the municipal sewer system for the discharge and disposal of any waste unusual in either character or amount, then, in addition to all applicable charges hereunder, the municipal council reserves the right to impose such supplemental sewer rate charge as said municipal council shall determine is reasonable and warranted on the basis of all relevant factors.

(3) The municipal council may, by its resolution, provide that any charge for sewer or water connection, as provided by Section A (1) above, be transmitted to the County Auditor to be payable in not more than 20 annual installments of principal, plus 8% annual interest on the unpaid balances from year to year, and to provide further that all connection charges and interest collected by the County Treasurer therefrom shall be paid to the municipal treasurer in the same manner as other municipal taxes.

(4) Any application for connection permits shall state whether the subject premises has paid an assessment and, if so, the amount so assessed and the legal description of the premises as originally assessed.
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(5) The charge established pursuant to this ordinance shall be a lien on the real estate benefited thereby and against which same is established, and shall be of equal rank with the liens or taxes levied under the general laws of the State, and shall become due and payable as fixed by the resolution establishing such charges. Such charges may also at the option of the municipality be enforced against the owner, lessee, or occupant of the property benefited by the connection service, or availability of service, or against all of them in a civil action without the waiver of other remedies.

B.  Statements for sewer rental charges for the preceding quarterly period shall be mailed to each customer at such dates as prescribed by the municipal council.  Said statements shall be due and payable to the treasurer on or before the 15th of the month following date of bill.

C. Any amounts due hereunder for sewage charges may be collected in an action brought for that purpose in the name of the municipality; or the clerk may certify to the County Auditor the amounts due for sewer charges, including penalty, together with a legal description of the premises served and the County Auditor shall thereupon enter such amount with the tax levy on said premises collectible with the taxes for the next ensuing year.
