BUILDING CODE ORDINANCE NO. 125

AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING THE MINNESOTA STATE BUILDING CODE:  PROVIDING FOR ITS ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT, REGULATING THE ERECTION, CONSTRUCTION, ENLARGEMENT, ALTERATION, REPAIR, REMOVAL, DEMOLITION, CONVERSION, OCCUPANCY, EQUIPMENT, USE, HEIGHT, AREA, AND MAINTENANCE OF ALL BUILDINGS AND/OR STRUCTURES IN THE CITY OF ALDEN; PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF PERMITS AND COLLECTION OF FEES THEREFORE; PROVIDING PENALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION THEREOF:  REPEALING ORIDNANCE NO. 107 OF THE CITY OF ALDEN AND ALL OTHER ORDINANCES AND PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH.

The City of Alden does ordain as follows:

Section 1.   Building Code.  The Minnesota State Building Code, established pursuant to MN Stat. 16B.59 to 16B.75, one copy of which is on file in the office of the city clerk of Alden.  Such code is hereby incorporated in this ordinance as completely as if set out in full.

Section 2.  Organization and Enforcement.  The organization of the Building Department and enforcement of the Code shall be as established by Chapter 2 of the Uniform Building Code 1988 Edition.  The Code shall be enforced within the incorporated limits of the city and extraterritorial limits permitted by Minnesota Statutes, 1984.

The Alden City Council shall be the Building Code Department of the City of Alden.  The Administrative Authority shall be a State Certified “Building Official”.

The Appointing Authority shall designate the Building Official for the jurisdiction of the city of Alden.

Section 3


A.  Permits, Inspections, and Fees.  Permits, inspections, and collection of fees shall be as provided in chapter 3 of the Uniform Building Code, 1988 Edition except as amended by Rule 1305.0800.  The method of establishing permit fees and the amounts of the permit fees for activities encompassed by the code are a local option.  Local fee schedules should include fees for the installation of prefabricated structure and manufactured homes.


B.  Surcharge.  In addition to the permit fee required by item A above, the applicant shall pay a surcharge to be remitted to the Minnesota Department of Administration as prescribed by Minnesota Statutes 1984, Section 16B.70.

Section 4.  Violations and penalties.  (The penalty described in Uniform Building Code, 1988 Edition, Section 205 as amended shall be in keeping with Minnesota Statutes 609.033 to 609.34 which provides for a maximum fine of $700.00.)

Section 5.  Effective Date of Ordinance.  The effective date of this ordinance is upon the completion of its passage and publication according to law.

** AMENDMENT TO ORDINANCE #125 – SECTION 1: (A) CHAPTER 3

10/13/2010
Steel siding is permissible if – 

(1) the steel siding matches in color or closely matches the existing home and building(s) on said lot.  (2)  The steel siding must be factory colored.  An example being the steel siding is purchased from a retailer in color.  

(3)  The painting of steel siding is not permissible and the use of silver or galvanized steel siding is prohibited.  

(4)  The use of steel siding is only permitted on non-dwelling buildings; with the lone exception being used as a roofing material instead of asphalt shingles on an inhabited dwelling.
