
ORDINANCE NO. 16

AN ORDINANCE IN RELATION TO CIRCUSES, THEATRICAL AND CONCERT TROUPES, AND SHOWS OF ALL KINDS DOING BUSINESS OR EXHIBITING WITHIN THE VILLAGE OF ALDEN, FREEBORN COUNTY, MINNESOTA

The Village Council of Alden does ordain as follows:

Section 1.  The Village Council of the Village of Alden may grant a license to any person or manager or managers of any circus, menagerie, side show, traveling theatrical or concert troupe or other show, who may desire to exhibit any such circus, menagerie, side show, theatrical or concert troupe or other shows or any games of any nature, within the limits of the Village of Alden but before any such license shall be issued the persons applying therefore shall pay to the treasurer of said village, for such license at the following rates per day:  for each circus not more than fifty dollars or less than five dollars; for each menagerie ten dollars; for each side show ten dollars; for each theatrical or concert company one dollar, shows of all other kinds five dollars each; and games of any nature from two dollars  to twenty five dollars:  provided that no license for any purpose aforesaid shall be granted for less than one day:  and provided further that no such license shall be granted for any day, or period extending beyond the annual village election next after the date of application therefore.

Section 2.  Any manager or person in charge of any circus, menagerie, side show, theatrical or concert company or other show who shall exhibit any such circus, menagerie side show, theatrical or concert company within the limits of said Village of Alden, without having first obtained a license therefore as provided in section one of this ordinance, shall upon conviction thereof, be punished by a fine not exceeding one hundred or less than five dollars, together with the cost of prosecution, for each and every offense, and upon default of the payment of such fine and costs, shall be committed to the Alden Village lock up or the Freeborn County jail for a period not exceeding thirty days or until such fine and costs are paid.

Section 3.  This ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its passage, publication and date of recording the same.  Dated and passed June 28th, 1895.
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
