ORDINANCE NO. 49

AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO THE LEASING OF LAND BY THE

 STANDARD OIL COMPANY

An ordinance granting permission to the Standard Oil Company, a corporation organized and doing business under and by virtue of the laws of the state of Indiana, to erect and maintain on the property described below, warehouses, tanks and other building necessary for the conduct of its business, and to store therein illuminating oils, coal oils, naphtha, gasoline or any other mineral oils or fluids, the products of petroleum in quantities to meet the requirements of its business.

Be it ordained by the Board of Trustees of the Incorporated Village of Alden in the County of Freeborn, State of Minnesota:

SECTION 1.  That permission and authority is hereby given and granted to the Standard Oil Company, a corporation organized and doing business under and by virtue of the laws of the State of Indiana, to construct and maintain for a term of fifty years on the following described property, within the limits of the Incorporated Village of Alden, County of Freeborn and State of Minnesota, to-wit Mill lot described as follows: 
Commencing 4 feet North of the side track of the S.M. Ry. and 880 feet North 80 degrees and 30 minutes West of the S.W. corner of Block 1 in the Village of Alden, thence north 40 feet more or less to the public highway thence westerly on south line of said highway 120 feet thence South 40 feet more or less to a point 4 feet North of said track, thence Easterly parallel with said side track, to place of beginning and also on the following property:
Commencing on the east line of mill lot as recorded in Book Q of Deeds, Page 528 in the Village of Alden and 4 feet North of the side track of S.M. Ry., thence Easterly parallel with said side track and 4 feet distant therefrom 20 feet, thence North to public highway, thence Westerly on South line of highway 20 feet thence South on East line of Mill lot 40 feet more or less to place of beginning.

Warehouse, tanks and other buildings necessary for its business, and to store therein illuminating oils, coal oils, naphtha, gasoline, benzine or any other mineral oils or fluids, the products of petroleum in quantities sufficient to meet the requirements. 
SECTION 2.  All ordinance and parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3.  This ordinance shall be in force and in effect on and after its passage and acceptance in writing by the Standard Oil Company.
