AMENDED ORDINANCE NO. 71

RELATING TO A CURFEW FOR MINORS UNDER THE AGE OF 18 YEARS AND VIOLATIONS THEREOF AND THE RESPONSIBILITY OF PERSONS HAVING THE CARE AND CUSTODY OF MINORS.

THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ALDEN DOES ORDAIN:

Section 1.  It shall be unlawful for any minor under the age of sixteen years to be in or upon the public streets, alleys, parks, playgrounds or other public ground, public places and public buildings, places of amusement and entertainment, vacant lots or other unsupervised places between the hours of 10:00 P.M. and 5:00 A.M. of the following day, official City time, without reasonable cause unless such minor is accompanied by his or her parents, guardian, or other adult person having the care and custody of the minor.  Each violation of the provisions of this section shall constitute a separate offense.

Section 2.  It shall be unlawful for any minor under the age of eighteen years and over sixteen years to be in or upon the public streets, alleys, parks, playgrounds, or other public grounds, public places and public buildings, places of amusement and entertainment, vacant lots or other unsupervised places between the hours of 11:00 P.M. and 5:00 A.M. following, official City time, without reasonable cause unless such minor is accompanied by his or her parent, guardian, or other adult person having the care and custody of the minor or where the minor is upon an emergency errand directed by his or her parent, guardian or other adult person having the care and custody of the minor.  Each violation of the provisions of this section shall constitute a separate offense.

Section 3.  It shall be unlawful for the parents, guardian or other adult person having the care and custody of a minor under the age of eighteen years to permit such minor to violate the provisions of SECTION 1 or SECTION 2 of this Ordinance, provided however, that the provisions of this section shall not apply unless the local law enforcement has notified the parents, guardian, or other adult person having the care and custody of the minor in writing duly mailed of a prior violation of SECTION 1 or SECTION 2 of this ordinance committed by said minor.  Each violation of the provisions of this section shall constitute a separate offense.

Section 4.  Any minor under the age of eighteen years who violates any of the provisions of this ordinance shall be delivered into the hands of the parent, guardian or other person having the care or custody of the minor or said minor may be placed under detention by the local law enforcement of the City of Alden, and his or her parents or guardian notified to call for him or her.  On any second or subsequent offense the minor shall be referred to the Juvenile Court of Freeborn County, in the manner provided by law.  Any parent or guardian or any other adult person having the care and custody of a minor who violates the provisions of SECTION 1 or SECTION 2 of this ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor.

Section 5.  The Superintendent of Public Schools of the City of Alden shall have the right to designate one night per year as “Junior-Senior Prom Night”, and one night per year as “Homecoming Dance Night”, this ordinance shall not apply to duly registered members of the Junior and Senior Classes in High School until 2:00 o’clock in the morning following said night.  On “Homecoming Dance Night”, this ordinance shall not apply to any duly registered members of the Public High School until 2:00 o’clock in the morning following said night.

On those nights on which there are school-sponsored post-game parties, this ordinance shall not apply to any duly registered members of the Public Schools until 12:00 o’clock midnight, on the night of such party.

In order for the special provisions of SECTION 5 of this ordinance to apply, it shall be the duty of the Superintendent of the Public Schools of the City of Alden to notify the City Clerk not less than 5 days in advance of such special activity or party as outlined above. 

Section 6.  Exceptions can be made at the discretion of the local law enforcement regarding exemptions for school functions.   

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.
