
ORDINANCE NO. 75

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE PURPOSE OF PROVIDING FOR THE REPAIR OF SIDEWALKS AND THE COLLECTION OF THE COSTS OF SUCH WORK WHEN DONE BY THE MUNICIPALITY AS A SPECIAL ASSESSMENT AGAINST PROPERTY BENEFITED.

THE VILLAGE COUNCIL OF ALDEN ORDAINS:

SECTION 1.  The owner of any property within the Village abutting a public sidewalk shall keep the sidewalk in repair and safe for pedestrians.  Repairs shall be made in accordance with standard specifications approved by the council and on file in the office of the Village Clerk.

SECTION 2.  It shall be the duty of the Street Commissioner or other public official or employee of the Village to make such inspections as are necessary to determine that public sidewalks within the Village are kept in repair and safe for pedestrians.  If he finds that any sidewalk abutting on private property is unsafe and in need of repairs, he shall cause a notice to be served, by registered mail or by personal service, upon the record owner of the property and the occupant, if the owner does not reside within the Village or cannot be found therein, ordering such owner to have the sidewalk repaired and made safe within 15 days and stating that if the owner fails to do so, the Street Commissioner or other public official will do so on behalf of the Village, that the expense thereof must be paid by the owner, and that if unpaid it will be made a special assessment against the property concerned.

SECTION 3.  If the sidewalk is not repaired within 15 days after receipt of the notice, the Street Commissioner or other public official shall report the facts to the council and the council shall by resolution order the Street Commissioner or other public official to repair the sidewalk and make it safe for pedestrians or order the work done by contract in accordance with law.  The Street Commissioner or other public official shall keep a record of the total cost of the repair attributable to each lot or parcel of property and report such information to the Village Clerk.

SECTION 4.  The owner of property on which or adjacent to which sidewalks have been repaired shall be personally liable for the cost of such service.  As soon as the service has been completed and the cost determined, the Village Clerk shall prepare a bill and mail it to the owner and thereupon the amount shall be immediately due and payable at the office of the Village Clerk.

SECTION 5.  On or before September 1st of each year, the Clerk shall list the total unpaid charges for the repair of sidewalks against each separate lot or parcel to which they are attributable under this ordinance.  The council may then spread the charges against property benefited as a special assessment under Minnesota Statues, Section 429.101 and other pertinent statutes for certification to the county auditor and collection the following year along with current taxes.

SECTION 6.  This ordinance is supplemental to Ordinance No. 69, dated April 13, 1954, and entitled – An Ordinance Regulating the Construction, Installation and Repairs of Sidewalks, Curbs, and Gutters, and said Ordinance No. 69 is not hereby repealed.

SECTION 7.  This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and publication.
