ORDINANCE NO. 103

AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING SQUEALING OF TIRES AND ERRATIC AND IRREGULAR CHANGING OF SPEEDS.

The City of Alden, Minnesota does ordain:

1.  No person shall operate a vehicle so as to permit the tires to squeal, gears to grind, or motor to backfire except when the necessity for such operation is created by an emergency.

2.  No person shall drive a vehicle at erratic or irregular speeds so as to create a hazard to persons or property or to interfere with other traffic in the area.

3.  Definitions:

A. Vehicle.  Every device in, upon or by which any person or thing is or may be transported or drawn upon a public highway, except devices moved by human power or used exclusively upon stationary rails or tracks.

B. Person.  Every natural person, firm, co-partnership, association or corporation.

Violation of this Ordinance is hereby declared to be a petty misdemeanor and shall upon conviction thereof be punished by a fine of not to exceed $100.00.
