ORDINANCE NO. 108

RELATING TO THE DISCHARGE OF WEAPONS AND OTHER DANGEROUS DEVICES, REGULATING THE USE THEREOF; PROVIDING FOR SPECIAL PERMITS IN SPECIFIED CASES; AND THEREFORE AMENDING THE CITY CODE

The City of Alden does ordain:

DEFINITION – Deadly Weapons – The term “deadly weapons” as used herein shall include the following:  1) all firemans; 2) bows and arrows when arrows are pointed tipped; 3) all instruments used to expel at high velocity any pellets of any kind, including but not limited to B-B guns and air rifles; 4) sling shots; 5) sand clubs; 6) metal knuckles; and 7) daggers, dirks, and knives.  Except as herein specifically authorized, all discharging and use of deadly weapons within the City of Alden are hereby prohibited.

The aiming of any deadly weapons, whether leaded or not, at or toward any human being is hereby prohibited.

The selling, giving, loaning, or furnishing in any way of any deadly weapon to a minor under the age of 18 years without the written consent of his parents or guardian, or of a police officer or magistrate is hereby prohibited.

No minor under the age of 14 years shall handle or have in his possession or under his control, except while accompanied by or under the immediate charge of his parent or guardian, any deadly weapon.

The possession by any person other than a public officer of any deadly weapon concealed or furtively carried on the person is hereby prohibited.

Nothing in this chapter shall be construed to include any firing of a gun or use of other weapons when done in the lawful defense of persons or property or family, or the necessary enforcement of the law.

Subject to reasonable regulation by the City Council for the protection of persons or property, the Police Department may issue special permits to duly organized clubs and their members for shooting or practicing on lands owned or leased by the club or trap shooters on grounds selected for that purpose, or to persons firing salutes over the graves of deceased person.

Subject to reasonable regulations by the City Council the Police Department may issue special permits for hunting or shooting of bows and arrows in accordance with all applicable state laws on undeveloped land; but such hunting shall be permitted only more than 300 yards from any residence, structure, commercial area, park, and playground, and only more that 150 yards from any trunk highway.

No permits issued under this chapter shall be deemed valid unless they be in writing and in the possession of the person using the permit.

Any person violating this chapter is guilty of a misdemeanor, and in addition thereto, any weapons used or carried shall be seized and impounded and destroyed on order of any court of competent jurisdiction.
