ORDINANCE NO. 110

ADOPTION OF HIGHWAY TRAFFIC REGULATIONS ACTS

The regulatory provisions and definitions of Minnesota Statutes 1971, Chapter 169, the Highway Traffic Regulations Act, as amended, are hereby adopted as the traffic code regulating the use of highways, streets, alleys and other portions of the city, and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of this code as completely as if set forth herein in full.

SECTION 2 TURNING


SUBDIVISION 1 RESTRICTION ON TURNS 


The City Council by resolution may, whenever necessary to preserve a free flow of traffic or to prevent accidents, designate any intersection as one where the turning of vehicles to the left or to the right, or both, is to be restricted at all times or during specified hours.  The city engineer shall mark by appropriate signs any intersection so designated.  No intersection on a trunk highway shall be so designated until the consent of the Commissioner of Highways to such designation is first obtained.  No person shall turn a vehicle at any such intersection contrary to the directions of such signs.

SUBDIVISION 2 U-TURNS

No person shall turn a vehicle so as to reverse it’s direction on any street between intersections or at any intersection where traffic is regulated by a traffic control signal, or so designated by “No U-Turn” signs.

The above Ordinance repeals Ordinance #77.

This Ordinance shall take effect from and after it’s passage, approval and publication according to law.
