AMENDED ORDINANCE NO. 111

PARKING REGULATIONS

No vehicle shall be parked in violation of any of the following provisions:

Section 1.  No vehicle shall be parked on private property or upon a street so as to constitute a hazard to the public safety.

Section 2.  No vehicle shall be parked or left standing upon the private property of any person without the consent of such property owners.

Section 3.  No vehicle shall be parked or left standing on any street or highway so as to interfere with or interrupt the passage of other vehicles.

Section 4.  No parking on the West side of Broadway between First and Second Avenues.

Section 5.  No truck parking on the west side of South Broadway from Second Avenue south for one block along Highway 109.   No parking allowed on the Highway 109 side of the triangle; adopted March 8, 2006.     
Section 6.  Parking will not be allowed on either side of the street on West Main from the old creamery to the city limits.  

Section 7.  No parking will be allowed on the west side of Euclid Street from East Main Street to Short Street (north alley entrance to North Park). Adopted May 13, 2015; effective July 1, 2015                   

Section 8.  The parking space directly in front of the Alden City Hall shall be designated for HANDICAPPED PARKING.
  

Section 9.  TIME LIMIT PARKING ZONES.  The City Council may, by resolution, designate certain areas where the right to park is limited during hours specified.  The City Engineer shall mark by appropriate signs each zone so designated.  During the hours specified on the sign, no person shall park a vehicle in any limited parking zone for a longer period than is so specified.  Time limit of 48 hours on any street or parking lot unless posted otherwise.

Section 10.  PARKING REGULATIONS  –  ANGLE AND PARALLEL PARKING.  Angle parking shall be required on the following streets:  West Main on north side of street from Broadway to approximately 100 feet west of alley, Water Street on north side from Broadway to approximately 140 feet east.  All other streets in the city will be for parallel parking only.

Section 11.  WINTER PARKING.  The following definitions shall apply herein:

A. Snowbird or snowbird vehicle means any vehicle which, because of it’s being parked on a public street or public parking lot within the city, becomes plowed in and remains in that condition for a period of 48 hours thereafter.
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B. Snowfall means a ground accumulation of snow of one inch or more within a 24-hour period.










C. Registered owner of any vehicle means the owner and address as shown by the records in the office of the Minnesota Department of Motor Vehicles.

Subdivision 1.  SNOWBIRDS PROHIBITED.  A snowbird vehicle as defined above constitutes unlawful parking and may be tagged accordingly.  Each day of its unlawful parking constitutes a separate offense.  Upon notice and demand to remove the snowbird vehicle given to the registered owner; or to a person at his place of residence who is of suitable age and discretion, the owner shall move his vehicle off the public street or public parking lot wherein it has been situated within the day following the notice.  Thereafter any city police officer is authorized to remove; or any authorized person is authorized to remove, or cause to be removed, such vehicle.  All necessary costs and expenses of towing, removing or storage of such vehicles shall be paid to the city, or to the person who has towed or stored any vehicle at the insistance of the city and must be paid before any impounded vehicle is released.  These charges are in addition to any fines or punishment assessed for illegal parking.

Subdivision 2.  PARKING DURING CERTAIN TIMES OF THE YEAR.  No person shall stop, stand or park any vehicle or permit it to stand on any street in any of the following places at any time:

1.  On the following streets between the hours of 2 AM to 6 AM on any day; Broadway from Main Street north to Water Street; East Main Street from Euclid, west to the alley just West of Broadway on West Main Street.

 Subdivision 3.  

1. On snow days, no parking on streets until they have been plowed curb to curb.

2. On any other street as determined by the city engineer and indicated on appropriate signs posted.

Section 12.  REMOVING KEYS.  No person shall leave a motor vehicle except a truck which is engaged in loading or unloading, unattended on any street, or unattended parking lot without first stopping the engine, locking the ignition, and removing all ignition keys from the vehicle.

Section 13.  The presence of any vehicle on any street or public parking lot when standing or parked in violation of this ordinance is prima facie evidence that the registered owner of the vehicle committed or authorized the commission of the violation.

Section 14.  IMPOUNDMENT.  Any police officer or authorized person may remove a vehicle from a street to a garage or other place of safety when the vehicle is left unattended and constitutes an obstruction to traffic or hinders snow removal or street improvement or maintenance operations, or in violation of any part of this ordinance.  Such vehicle shall not be released until the fees for towing and storage are paid in addition to any fine imposed for violation of this ordinance.
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Section 15.  PENALTY.  Any person convicted of violating any provision of this ordinance is guilty of a petty misdemeanor and shall be punished by a fine of not to exceed $100.00.

POLICE DUTIES

The Police department or authorized persons shall enforce the provisions of the ordinances and the state traffic laws.  Police officers are authorized to direct all traffic within the city, either in person or by means of visible or audible signal, in conformity with the ordinances and the State Traffic Laws.  During a fire or other emergency or to expedite traffic or 

safeguard pedestrians, officers of the Police Department may direct traffic as conditions require notwithstanding the provisions of the ordinances and the State Traffic Laws.  Officers of the fire department may direct or assist the police in directing traffic at the scene of a fire or in the immediate vicinity.
