ORDINANCE NO. 117
PEDDLERS

Subd. 1  Definition – For the purpose of this Section, “Peddler” shall mean any person, firm, corporation, partnership, association, club or organization whether resident or non-resident who hires, leases, uses or occupies, on a temporary basis, any building, structure, motor vehicle, tent, hotel room, shop, street or alley within the city of Alden, or who travels by any means from house to house, street to street, or place to place, for the purpose of selling, offering for sale, or soliciting orders for future delivery of any good, wares, merchandise, meats, fish, fruits, vegetables, dairy products or services.

Subd. 2  Permit required – It shall be unlawful for any person to engage in the business of Peddler, as defined herein, without first obtaining a permit therefore as provided in this Section.

Subd. 3  Permits –


A. Each person engaged as a peddler or accompanying a permittee at work 
 
       must secure a permit.

B. Permits shall be issued for one year.


C. Applications for a permit shall be obtained from the City Clerk’s office, and a   

     permit shall be issued upon return of the completed application, except as 

     provided in Subd. 4.


D. Each applicant for a permit shall indicate on the application form the dates he 

     will be working in Alden.  The permit will be valid only for the dates noted.  
  
     Peddlers desiring to work on other dates must have those dates endorsed on 
  
     the permit at the City Clerk’s office.


 E. Corporations engaging persons as employees or agents to work as peddlers 

      may apply for a corporate permit.  Corporate applications shall contain the 
  
      following information:



1.  The name of the corporation



2.  The state of incorporation



3.  Permanent mailing address 



4. Name of area manager, if any



5.  Nature of business and goods or services sold



6.  Names of agents or employees in Alden on behalf of the applicant 


     corporation

Agents or employees of corporations holding a permit issued pursuant to this Section shall file an application for an individual permit and meet all of the requirements of this Section.

Subd. 4  Denial of Permit – Persons convicted of any violation of this Section, any misdemeanor offense involving theft or fraud, or any felony, may be denied a permit under this Section.  Denial of a permit shall be in accordance with the provisions of Minnesota Statutes Chapter 364.

Subd. 5  False Applications – It shall be unlawful for any applicant to make false statements in his application.
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ORDINANCE NO. 117 – continued

Subd. 6  Exceptions – This Section shall not apply to any sale under Court Order, not to newsboys, nor to sales of farm garden products by the producer thereof, nor to sales of fund raising purposes by members of bonafide youth groups including but not limited to Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, YM/YWCA, Youth Hockey, school and religious groups, nor to public auctions conducted by licensed auctioneers, nor wholesale sales to retailers.

This Ordinance becomes effective upon passage and publication.
