ORDINANCE NO. 130

AN ORDINANCE TO PREVENT EXCESSIVE NOISE

Be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Alden:

Section 1.  No person or persons shall make or cause to be made or permit to be made any distinctly and loudly audible noise that unreasonably annoys, disturbs, injures or endangers the comfort, repose, health, peace, safety or welfare of any other persons or precludes their enjoyment of property or affects their property value.

Section 2.  No person or persons shall use or operate or permit the use or operation of any radio receiving set, musical instrument, phonograph, paging system, telephone, or any other electric or battery operated, or electronic machine or other device for the production or reproduction of sound in a distinctly and loudly audible manner as to disturb the peace, quiet, and comfort of any other person or persons.  Operation of any such set, instrument, machine or other device be between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. in such a manner as to be plainly audible at the property line of the property at which the device is located, in the hallway or apartment adjacent, or at a distance of 50 feet if the source is located outside, shall be prima facie evidence of a violation of this ordinance section.

Section 3.  No person or persons shall allow, or participate in any party or other gathering of people giving rise to noise, disturbing the peace, quiet, or repose of another person.

Section 4.  It is unlawful for any person to:

(A) Keep a disorderly house or place of public resort, whereby the peace, comfort or decency of a neighborhood is habitually disturbed.

(B) Being the owner or in control of any premises, who after notice, continues to permit the premises to be used as provided in subsection (A) of this section.

(C) Make, continue or cause to be made or continued any unnecessary and unusual noise which annoys, injures or endangers the comfort, repose, health or safety of others unless the making and continuing of the noise shall be necessary for the protection or preservation of property or of the health, safety, life or limb of some person.

Section 5.  This section shall not apply to sound produced by the following:

       (A) Amplifying equipment used in connection with activities for which permits                  

                          have been granted pursuant to Alden ordinance;

       (B) Anti-theft devices;

                  (C) Safety devices; i.e. vehicle back-up warning devices;

                  (D) Machines or devices for the production of sound on or in authorized

                         emergency vehicles.

Section 6.  PENALTY.  Any person who shall violate any of the provisions of this Ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor each day the violation continues.
